In Mexico, sexual education Is mainly imparted in schools, but with enough
censorship to destabilize our thoughts.

Even in our times, discovering our sexuality as women, and all that entalls, is
not easy; much less for our protagonist, whose innocence on the topic is
exposed.

Sex as a taboo nowadays: we keep dragging archaic and amorphous, even
sinful, concepts, which instead of helping our development, block self-
responsibility.

With no other pretense, this short film presents a point of view on this stage
of life, a story that all women can identify with one way or another.

PRODUCER'S STATEMENT

and sex-ed, | realized how lacking my own education had been. The little information we received in school was
either abstinence only, or strictly anatomical — often limited to internal organs and including horrifying videos of
babies crowning. No real information was ever given to us: not about what actually constitutes sex; not about
consent; not about effective and efficient birth control; not about STDs; not about the possibility of different
preferences. We were told we would go to hell if we had sex before marriage, and that was that — all the while
ignoring our raging hormones and natural curiosity.

Although Inocente Confusion is fun and silly, the underlying theme is the need for proper sex-ed in our schools
and communities. By showing what the possible, albeit exaggerated, repercussions of misinformation are, we
hope to get a conversation started and maybe, just maybe, start thinking about (and changing?) the way we do
things.

There was a bathtub in the original
script, but we couldn't find one that we liked, and weren't able to fit it into our
already long shooting schedule of 5 days and 6 locations for a 15 minute short
film. We decided we would transform the bedroom with a time lapse, showing Eva
going about her business, gradually piling up books about sex in one corner - her
education. Finally, once the bedroom had changed to show the passing of time,
Eva would come in, with a newfound confidence and pull out a little blue vibrator
with sparkles on it (blue was the new color palette we had gone with).

We HATED it.

It broke with the way we had dealt with sex throughout the film and felt graphic
and unnecessary. It was the last scene we shot and we were utterly exhausted.
Sara and | looked at each other in despair.

“I'll volunteer to film one more day" ... our fabulous assistant camera and gaffer,
Mac, said. "Yeah, | will too" echoed our sound mixer Rodrigo. Our faces lit up in
unison. "Yeah?" | asked sheepishly, looking over at Victor, our DP. "Yes. Get some
rest, take a few days to think about it, and we'll do it again.”

We packed everything up and waved goodnight. Following Victor's orders, | gave
myself a couple of days to rest physically and mentally. When | was done with all
the resting, | went on Airbnb and started looking. Not thirty minutes in, there it was:
beautiful white porcelain tub with antique-y fixtures and a gorgeous hallway filled
with plants. | contacted the owner, hoping for the best. "Of course!" he quickly
replied, "My brother's an actor and has people filming here all the time!"

We dedicated an entire day to that last scene, ‘cause you can never get too much
bath time!

GOT ANY JUMP STARTER CABLES IN THAT SOUND EQUIPMENT BAG?

Our second day filming, | woke up, made myself some tea, loaded the car and headed over to
Sara's to pick her and the equipment up. It was chilly, and | was waiting on a busy street, so | left
the car on in case | had to move. Once | saw her coming out, | turned the car off, and got out to
help her load. We finished loading right on time to head over to our first location for the day,
everything was going great. UNTIL... we got back in the car and IT WOULD NOT START. Car
insurance companies in Mexico City are notorious for taking their time when called, even worse
if it's a Sunday, which of course, it was.

To our delight, Rodrigo, our sound mixer came to our rescue. When he got there, he swiftly
popped his trunk open and, much like Mary Poppins and her carpet bag, proceeded to pull out
the most surprising array of objects, including an ammeter! He responded to our amused
expressions with, “I like electricity”.

In any case, his hobby got us to our location on time to start filming!
